The WLCC’s appeal  of the decision by Chebucto Community Council to rezone 156 acres above Colpitt Lake to permit 850 dwelling units was heard by the NS Utility and Review Board in June.  We are still awaiting the Board’s response as to whether they believe Community Council’s decision was consistent with the relevant policies.
Dam investigation

There are a number of preliminary steps before the actual investigation can start. One of them is to acquire historical information pertaining to lake levels prior to 1968. Water quality tests:  good news

Samples were taken on August 29, 2004 from Williams Lake and from Colpitt Lake, which feeds into Williams Lake. The results are even better than last year: 

                   0 e.coli/100ml at the dam end

                  10 e.coli/100ml at the Williams Lake Road end

                   0 e.coli/100ml  in both samples from Colpitt Lake.


For swimming, etc., 200 e.coli/100ml is the acceptable limit.  Many thanks to Melanie Dobson for collecting the samples and arranging for testing.

Water levels


For the past three summers Dr. Dobson has also meticulously recorded daily water levels in Williams Lake and correlated them with precipitation.  She writes: “William’s Lake is dependent on rain.  In July and August, the lake drops by 2 cm per day if there is no rain.  For every 1 cm of rain, the lake level rises by 3 cm in the day or two after the rain.  This pattern has been consistent over the past three years of measurements.”  She shows this in her graph:
